Judge the performance over the whole game. Don’t be too influenced by one particular incident. The result of the match should not influence the mark and disciplinary action should be judged objectively. Make sure your opinion is correct in law before marking the referee. Consider the following ten competencies before awarding your mark (perhaps mark each out of 10 & add them up).

· Other than for mandatory cautions, used a stepped approach to warn players.

· Applied the laws in a manner that met the needs of the game. 

· Appeared to be in control of the game.

· Identified and dealt with threats to player safety and injuries.

· Accurately recognised match changing incidents.

· Worked with players to aid match control.

· Worked hard in the game to keep up with play.

· Communicated decisions well.

· Displayed self-control and calmness to manage the game and specific flash points.

· Worked well with assistants and accepted or acknowledged their decisions as necessary.

Degree of Difficulty

Easy – Games that provided no game changing incidents or controversial talking points but did contain straightforward cautionable offences for obvious offences that were accepted by the players without complaint.

Average – Games that provided a test for the referee and even though not all decisions appeared correct, the referee controlled the game with positive credibility and little complaint with correctly judged game changing incidents and cautions.

Difficult – Games that provided correctly judged game changing incidents, cautions and dismissals. Referees were prepared to entertain and interact, listen and discuss pre and post match with club officials.

Very difficult – Games that provide difficult decisions such as Violent Conduct, Serious foul tackle challenges, Mass Confrontation, Ball over the goal line for goals and other Key Game changing Incidents that had a big impact on the game.
